Understanding of the World.


How do we know it’s windy? 


Sun dial outside. Shadows drawn in chalk and the compare later in day. 


Research weather on Internet using search engine. 


Make a raincoat for teddy using a selection of materials. 


Film each other making weather forecasts using iPad. 


Use IWB to draw a picture of favourite weather. 


Beebot mat with weather symbols. 


Melting ice experiments. Make a kite for a rainy day. 


Know about the four seasons. 

















Expressive art and design.


Paint a picture thinking about colours needed (red and yellow for hot, blues and white for cold and snowy)


Create a class rainbow with each child completing a different colour for the rainbow. 


Create a sun catcher or a windchime. 


Move in different ways to each type of music. 


Make rain sticks with tubes and different materials to go inside. 


Create weather collages. 


Create weather musical pieces (what instruments would be best and how should they be played ?) 


Chalk rainbows outside. 


Look at patterns on the bottom of welly boots that can be made outside in paint. 





Physical Development.


Dressing for different weathers- encourage children to get dressed in different clothes (scarfs, gloves, wellies, hats etc.)


Finger gym activities to develop fine motor skills


Create paper snowflakes, threading rainbows, paper pinwheels


Practise doing fastenings (zips, buttons, press studs)





Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Talk about favourite types of weather and why. 


Dress the teddy/doll for the right kind of weather. 


How can we help animals in different weather (bird feeders in winter, water for animals in the summer)? 


Weather forecast areas.


Dress up for different types of weather, 


Wash toy/ dolls clothes and dry on the line outside.
