Order and sequence numbered rocks


Count rocks, fossils, shells, dinosaurs


Compare, measure and order rocks, fossils, dinosaurs by length and size


Compare and measure heights of rock stacks


Make dinosaur pictures using 2D shapes


Count objects in 1’s, 2’s, 3’s, 5’s, 10’s


Group rocks by characteristics


Dinosaur numbered dot to dots


Group rocks by category: rough/smooth, heavy/light


Addition using dinosaurs, rocks etc

Science - Rocks


A class theme of ‘Elm Explorers’ will incorporate the National Curriculum:


• Compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and physical properties. Describe simply how fossils are formed when things that have lived are trapped within rock. Recognise soils are made from rocks and organic matter.

Discuss Paleontologists and the job they do


Elm Explorers will explore local parks looking at rocks and soil


Explore local beaches looking at rocks and fossils


Explore how fossils are formed


Explore how rocks and soil are formed


Research internet for equipment needed for Paleontology and Archeology


Set up outdoor role play as Paleontologists/Archaeologists


Explore frozen fossils ie. freeze, melt, liquid


Look at changes to living things stuck in rock over time


Explore and research volcanoes























Expressive Art and Design


Make 3D dinosaurs


Role play being Paleontologists and Archaeologists


Make salt dough fossils of insects, dinosaurs, footprints, leaves, shells etc


Make frozen fossils  


Experiment with sand and cornflour to make rocks and fossils


Make rock stacks


Make dinosaur skeleton pictures


Print pictures using imprints of dinosaurs, shells, leaves, footprints etc


Explore movement as insects and dinosaurs


Explore sensory activities with soil, sand, pebbles


Carry out experiment to make volcano

Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Look at changes to living things stuck in rock over time


Take turns playing ‘Who am I?’ in relation to dinosaurs and insects


Continue developing new class business ‘The Sticky Kids’ 


Work co-operatively with peers in fossil hunting role play


Work co-operatively in small groups matching fossils to skeletons and living things


Discuss Harry’s feelings at losing dinosaurs in book.





Physical Development


Explore movement of dinosaurs and insects: stomping, crawling, flying etc


Exploring directional movement: up, down, forwards, backwards, left, right


Pretend Archaeologists: digging, scraping, brushing, kneeling, climbing etc


Visit local parks to dig and explore


Visit local beach to explore and collect rocks and fossils


Explore floating and sinking in swimming lessons


Practise fastenings on role play costumes


Develop fine motor skills in Archaeology/Paleontology role play: digging, scraping, brushing etc


Dinosaur pencil control sheets and dinosaur cutting skills
